Parent/Carer Conduct Policy

Kids Club Cabin operates as a welcoming and safe place for all children, families, staff and visitors. We have legal responsibilities for the safeguarding and wellbeing of children and staff, and a duty of care to all Kids Club users.

All adults who enter Kids Club premises are expected to conduct themselves in an appropriate manner, being respectful to all other Kids Club users. All communications between parents/carers and staff should be conducted in a polite and respectful manner.
Adults who do not behave in an acceptable manner may be asked to leave Kids Club and future access may be restricted. 
Behaviour considered unacceptable includes:

· Physical abuse or threatening, oppressive or aggressive behaviour towards another person.

· Use of offensive language.

· Being under the influence of alcohol or drugs

· Smoking anywhere on school or Kids Club premises.

· Using a mobile phone on the Kids Club premises, near the children.
In extreme cases, the Kids Club Cabin Committee reserves the right to cancel booked sessions and refuse future bookings.
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
